The competition fee is presently $7:00 for 18 holes. If you start but do not finish the Competition Fee
is still payable.

Play in groups of 4 unless otherwise agreed.

Members are encouraged to vary tee-off times and to play with different players as much as possible.

Golf Etiquette

e Do not talk or move while another player is hitting.

e Do not stand directly behind the player hitting the ball.

e Do not step on another players line when putting (mark your ball)

o Tee off in order of honour

e Keep up with the group in front and walk briskly between shots.

e Mark your score card on arrival at the next Tee Block.

e Do not take more than one practice swing.

e Do not leave your buggy in front of a green.

e Strictly only 2 players per motorised cart — no player may ride on the back of carts

e Leave rake in the inside edge of the bunker facing the flagpole.

e Carry a sand bucket with you always

e Repair all divot holes and pitch marks — your own and others.

e Mobile Phones - Observe etiquette and don’t let your mobile be a distraction for other
players.
